I hearby plead NOT GUILTY to the enclosed parking summons, number #719464153-7
issued on plate New York BPG6086, and request a PENALTY HOLD LETTER be sent to me upon your receipt of this request. I respectfully request a dismissal of the summons and a waiver of any and all fines and late penalties for the following reason:

Inaccurate time of the offence.

The ticket was issued for the expired muni-meter slip. If you notice, the slip expires at 12:35pm, while the time of the offence was marked as 12:36pm, i.e. one minute later. 
The ticket writing officer rejected my notice that both my cell-phone clock (with its satellite-based time) and muni-meter itself (!) both showed 12:35pm. He said that he can’t change anything, and once he started writing the ticket, he can’t discard it. Moreover he himself suggested appealing the ticket instead.

It’s also a well-known fact that time on the ticket-writing machine is not synchronized to the time of the muni-meter itself. This time difference itself puts in question such a low margin of error (1 minute) an officer allowed in this case.
