     I am working in PowerBuilder  since 1996 with version 3,5, 6.5,7. In a practice I used a lot of PowerBuilder objects: windows, menus, MDI, user defined events, global  functions for data validation, datawindows expressions to enforce business rules, graph presentation style, datapipelines, visual & nonvisual user objects, tab control, TreeView and others. As a system of ancestors I utilized PFC and PowerTools system. According to customer’s requirements I did a reporting subsystem and set of generalized reporting objects, grouped and nested reports, embedded functionality (ad-hoc query/filter/sort with database dictionary, zoom in/out, printing support, scrolling, export, page layout, etc.).
